BALL MARKS  

It is disappointing to 
see so many ball 
marks on some of the 
greens. The number of 
these blemishes varies 
over the year, with 

winter time being one of the worst 
periods as the fog and precipitation keep 
the greens soft and the cold temperatures 
reduce the healing ability of the turf.   

If the ball mark is not repaired right 
away, the turf will die and may lead to 
other problems like moss, algae, or snow 
mold. 

The bumps and bruises on the green 
prevent the ball rolling smoothly and 

consistently on the way 
to the hole. A bouncing 
ball is not always a 
result of a thatch 
problem sometimes it is 

caused by poor golfer etiquette and ball 
marks that have not been repaired.  

Luckily, we have many members that 
will repair every mark they see. I truly 
do not believe that golfers intentionally 
skip their portion of course maintenance, 
they just forget or have never got into the 
habit in the first place.  

I often see a golfer that is oblivious to 
this task. They don't look for a mark 
when they get to the green, they don't 
own a ball mark repair tool, and in many 
cases, they don't think that they make 
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ball marks because they don't hit the 
ball that far, high, or hard.   

All players are encouraged to repair ball 
marks and to also fill in divots on the 
course.  Your assistance will be 
appreciated by the Greens staff and your 
fellow members.  

TO USE A DIVOT REPAIR TOOL 
THE RIGHT WAY  

·  Place it in the ground just outside the 
ball mark it self. 

·  Push down and forward to push the 
ground closer together. 

·  Then move the tool to either side to 
close the divot. 

·  Finish it off by tapping lightly on the 
ball mark to level it out with your 
putter. � 

 

A lot of people think that you need to 
push up the ground that is at the 
bottom of the divot, this is incorrect. 
To fix it the right way you have to close 
the gap and push the sides of the divot 
together.
