Know Your Rules

Local and Temporary Rules
Distance-Measuring Devices “For

Wagga City Golf, all play at this course,
a player may obtain distance
information by using a
device that measures

distance only. If, during astipulated

round, a player uses a distance-
measuring device that is designed to

gauge or measure other conditions that
might affect his play (e.g. gradient,

wind-speed, temperature, etc.), the
player is in breach of Rule 14-3, for

which the penalty is disqualification,

regardless of whether any such
additional function is actually

Taking a Drop

There are some instances under the rules
of golf, where you can pick up the ball
and relocate it - sometimes with a
penalty and sometimes free.

To drop the ball, you must stand upright,
hold the ball at shoulder height and arms
length and simply
drop it. If you drop it
and it accidentally
touches yourself,
your  partner  or
equipment before it
strikes the ground, or
it rolls closer to the
hole, you must drop the ball again,
without penalty.

Water Levy

Since we increased competition fees by

which will be spent on water purchases
when we need it. No doubt dryer
conditions will be the norm in the
coming months, and this extra capital
will help the club greatly in keeping the
condition of the golf course at an
acceptable standard.
